4) Work as an official at two (2) outdoor dual or tri meets with a veteran Judge.
Upon successful completion of the requirements, your name will be submitted to the Section 6 office for assignments. You will be a probationary member for 1 year.

Cost of becoming an Official:
1) $30.00 fee for classes

2) $50.00 Association Dues (paid by December 1st, 2017)
3) $99.00 fee for fingerprinting. 

4) Other costs- Uniform shirt ($27), Jacket/coat ($25-$35)
